* On a monument erected in
recognition to his deeds reads in
part “the most brilliant soldier of the
Continental army... winning for his

countrymen the decisive battle of the American Revolution.”

* Received little to no credit at the time due to bad feelings
between him and his commander.

*In July 1780 commanded the fort at West Point.
